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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) investigate factors affecting drug addict
prevention in schools; 2) examine the impacts of drug addict prevention problem in schools; and
3) explore drug addict prevention problem in Secondary Schools of Secondary Educational
Service Area Office 34 in Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province. It was a
quantitative study employing questionnaires as an instrument to collect data. The samples drawn
for this study comprised of 206 teachers of Secondary Educational Service Area Office 34 in
Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province. Findings were summarized as follows:

1) On the subject of factors affecting drug addict prevention in schools, the study
indicated that the overall Secondary Schools of Secondary Educational Service Area Office 34 in
Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province implemented the drug addict prevention in
schools in a high level. There were an implementation of drug addict prevention for example, the
drug addict watch mechanism and participation of associated agencies including teachers,
executives, parents, students and related government organizations.  oreover,
organizations/personnel were formed to be responsible for drug addict prevention and student
assistance system was set up to help and give an opportunity for students.

2) As for the positive impacts of drug addict prevention in schools, it was found that the
implementation of drug addict prevention in schools generally affected the school management as
well as the students in the good level. To clarify, in terms of school management aspect, it

enhanced the teachers to be ethical and determined in working as well as to be a good prototype.



The policy of drug addict prevention in schools was also regulated and the student care unit
system was set in order to support the drug addict prevention in schools. Regarding to the impact
toward students, it affected the students to increasingly participate in school activities such as art,
music and sports. Furthermore, students were aware of drug addict danger and participated in
school activities so as to prevent themselves from drug addiction.

3) With regard to the problems of drug addict prevention in schools, it showed that
Secondary Schools of Secondary Educational Service Area Office 34 in Mueang Chiang Mai
District, Chiang Mai Province faced problems and obstacles from internal school factors. To
illustrate, the teachers were not able to look after the students’ behaviors thoroughly. The school
watching network did not work properly. The activities budget was inadequate. The schools did
not cooperate with the public and private sectors sufficiently.

Regarding the external school factors, parents did not co-operate in school activities. Most of
the students who were associated with drug would be involved with drug after school or outside school
resulting to the difficulty of monitoring and controlling. Besides, some students stayed in a dormitory
in suburban area or the nearby provinces so it was difficult for the teachers to thoroughly observe the

behaviors of students who were in risk group.
