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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to siudy the relationship between
personal characteristics, socio — economic and others factors and the adoption of
Brown Saiwood cuiltivation extension in Nakhon Phanom province as well as problems
in growing the Brown Saiwood and the causes for not growing the Brown Saiwood.

Poputation studied inciuded 86 Brown Saiwood growers and 86 non-
growers. Data was collected by the use of guestionnaires and statistically analysed by

Means, Percentage, Standard Deviation and Chi —square.



From research findings, it was found that knowledge of marketing and price
were statistically related to the adoption of Browwn Saiwood, while other factors were not
| related to at all.
Problems of Brown Saiwood growing included growing, cultivation, marketing
and others ( e.g. lack of monitoring and evaluation and technicat advice) .
Causes for not growing Brown Saiwood were that the farmers had no land,
labour and capital. Some had no confidence in marketing while some did not receive

the plantlet and fund as well as some of them were hesitating.
