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Abstract

The objectives of the research are to study of the extension proéram on‘ onion cultivation
and production between Fang and Mae Wang A gricultural Cooperatives Ltd. in order to find out
their member’s needs for financing, marketing, agricultural extension, training, occupation
extension, investigating of the opinions of the members’ problems and constraints of members on
the implementation of Fang and Mae Wang Agricultural Cooperatives Ltd. Data gathering doné by
using a questionnaire to interview 171 samples from members of the two cooperatives. The
statistical technique used to analyze the differences between the two cooperatives includes

percentage, frequency, mean, standard deviation, weight mean score and T-test.



The results showed that the extension program on onion cultivation and production are
different of the two cooperatives at 0.5 in response to members’ need. Fang Agricultural
Cooperative Ltd. is good at lending, purchasing and selling of onion products, instruments and
onion seeds because it is a larger organization which has better capability to purchase and
advantage to negotiate in the market. And Mae Wang Agricultural Cooperative Ltd. is good at
gathering together, training and carrying out occupation extension because it is a smaller
organization and easier to gather and propagate everything more effectively.

The cooperative committees and members stated that the most important problems of the
two cooperatives were the marketing problems, especially the purchasing and selling of onion
products because the members were not helped by the government and cooperatives when the
price of onion products fell.

Recommendations from the research were ; 1) the cooperatives should collect funds from
the members in order to revolve the fund. 2) They should have the better planning of onion
production, monitoring system for selling onion seeds and training program of cooperative
concept and method. 3) They should also emphasize on the marketing strategy for onion
. production 'and the effective coordination between government and non-government agencies to

gather the market information of all the onion products in the future.
