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ABTRACT

This thesis aimed to study the pattern of lifestyle of Tweens in Mueang District, Chiang
Mai Province. The samples were dividéd according to their lifestyle. A questionnaire was used to
collect the data from 400 Tweens of 9-14 years old in Chiang Mai. Samples were selected by
convenience sampling. The statistics used for the data analysis were factor analysis to reduce the
number of variables, and cluster analysis to group Tweens according to their lifestyI;;

It was found from this study that Tweens in Mueang District ranked their family as the |
‘most important thing. Main characteristics of each aspect of their lifestyle were as follows; For
activities, would not absent school if possibie, paid attention to education, and listened to music.
For interests, valued their family as the most important aspect in their life, preferred nature, and
deemed entering a prestigious university the success of their life. For Opinions, paid respect to the
elderly, believed that good education would lead to successful life, and valued their parents'
teaching, 7 _

From the study, lifestyie of Tweens in Mueang ﬁistrict could be divided into 7 groups:
(1) Tweens who were fans of performance artists and valued education. Tweens in this group
were crazy about singers, were economical, paid attention to education, were not much
disciplined, preferred fashion, beauty, luxury and like to stay with peers, did not like to play and
watch sports and also advertisement, did not interested in art. (2) Tweens who outgoing, liked

entertainment and fashion. Tweens in this group liked having fun and entertainment, did not



prefer moral, were not much discipline, preferred fashion, beauty, luxury and liked to stay with
peers, liked to play computer games,' read cartoon books, preferred fast food and independent.
(3) Tweens who enjoyed technology, brand names and going out. Tweens in this group were
modemn and interested in new technology, preferred foreign brands, paid attention to nutrient, paid
attention to education, loved family, liked to stay with peers of the same interests, wanted to
become famous and rich in the futﬁre, did not like staying in, and well-discipline. (4) Tweens
who paid attention to education, were into fashion and international. Tweens in this group
were highly responsible in their studies and well-disciplined, preferred fashion, beauty, luxury
and liked to stay with peers. They wanted to study abroad and preferred foreign brands, liked to
express themselves and their leadership, were economical, and followed current ‘news. (5)
Tweens who were into fashion and luxury. Tweens in this group were preferred fashion,
beauty, luxury and liked to stay with peers. They liked entertainment, did not like sports and did
nbt like advertisement. (6) Tweens who rejected their family, liked to experience
entertainment but paid attention to education. Tweens in this group had no love for their
family, paid no attention to the teaching of their parénts, but loved education. They liked to
experience entertainment, preferred fashion, beauty, luxury and liked to stay with peers and did
not accept the rules. (7) Tweens who were athletes, sought fame and wealth. Tweens in this .
group liked to play and watch sports very much, were ambitious and wanted to become famous in
the future, liked to staying in, preferred moral, did not pay attention to education and were not

much disciplined.
