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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study is to study the opinions of accountants in
Chiang Mai Province towards ACCA programs in Thailand. The data for this study was collected
using 314 questionnaires. The obtained data was analyzed and presented using descriptive
statistics including frequencies, percentages and averages.

According to the data, most accountants could be characterized as females, aged
between 31-35 years old, who hold Bachelor degrees, working as full-time accountants and are
registered with the Department of Business Administration, Chiang Mai office.

For opinions of accounts in Chiang Mai Province towards ACCA programs in
Thailand, most agreed on the education through teaching and training of professionals in English
programs, the purpose of the 9 exams and its usefulness in the study programs to be helpful in
improving the quality of accountants in Thailand to the international accountants standard and

ready to compete with foreign countries.



Most accountants in Chiang Mai Province did not feel that age and work experience
was an important characteristic of participants. Furthermore, accountants also agreed that the
study programs were limited due to the high costs associated with the programs, their increasing

workload and the inconvenience of travelling to study programs in class.
