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Abstract

This research aimed to evaluate the teachers’ instructional

planning, instruction, measurement and evaluation and to investigate

problems and needs of teachers in implementation of the English

ecurriculum for Prathom suksa 6.
The subjects of this research vere Prathom suksa 6 English

teachers under the supervision of Phitsanulok .Office of Primary
Educat.ion. By simple random sampling, the total number of subject
obtained was 155. The tools for data collecting were the questionnaire
and i@structional observation forms. Statistical analyses provided

the frequency, percentile, arithmatic means, standard deviation and

analytical description of the data.

Thé results were as follows :

1. Instructional planning
Lésson plans were made by the teachers. Main elements of the

lesson plan were title of lesson plan, period, activities, content,
teahing aids, measurement and evaluation. The manual "English Is Fun”

was used as the principal text for selecting priorities of learning

objectives, activities and aids.



2. Instructional Process
. Pre-teaching preparation was done by studying the teacher’s

manual, lesson plan and aids. Introductory activities most frequently
used concerned conversation on previous contents. Concluding activities
were conducted most often through.assighments. Oof all the skills
taught., listening and speaking were treated as the most important. The
process of instructing these skills began with .1istening from the
teachers or the tape recorder, followed by listening tests and speaking
drills. The process of instructional reading began with students’
reading after the teacher or tape recorder and then translation.
Teaching writing began with teacher’s explanation of grammar and the
structure of writing. These were followed by oral drills and writing.

Teaching aids mostly used were texts, word cards, picture
cards and the blackboard, songs were the Ileast frequent.ly used.
Teachers were the centre of explaining and asking questions. English
was moderately used in teaéhing. The reinforcement mostly used ﬁas
teachers’ acceptance, applause and praises. Teachingl and learning
activities were moderately conducted after what stated in lesson plans.
Most. unplanned teaching activities were used.when teachers had problems
of teachers’ meetings, training and other assignﬁents, the periods of
teaching not being suituble for the activities and contents, and
students® lack of intellectual readiness.
3. Measurement and Evaluation

Measurement. and evaluation were used in order to improve the
teaching activities and to measure the achievement. Most measuring
and evaluating tools were made by the teachers. Other sources less
" frequently used weré learning objective tests produced by private
publishers and by the school cluster. Tools for collecting data
duriﬁg teaching were conversation and observation. Tools for
obtaining learning objective were excersises, conversation and

observation. The percentile mostly used as the criterion of passing



was 60%. Majority of the samples, the'results were reported as soon
as the evaluation was finished. Sometimes they were reported during
the following period. Students were found to take part in evaluation.

4. . Problems and Needs
4.1 The most important problems in instructional planning

were the lack of teaching aids and limited periods of planning.
Helps most needed were teaching aids and sample lesson plans.

4.2 The most important. problens in instructional procéss were
inadaquate teaching aptitude, lack of teaching aids, budgetls and
students’ lack of readiness. Helps most needed were supervision,

teaching aids and training.
4.3 The most important problems in measurement and evaluation
were insufficient measuring and evaluating tools, and substandard

tools. Helps most needed were dealing with measuring and evaluating

tools, budgets and training.
