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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate the relationship
between aptitude, attitudes, perception of clinical practicum and
learning achievement as well as to determine predictive variables for
learning achievement of nursing students. Study subjects included 76
of the fourth year nursing students of the Faculty of Nursing, <Chiang
Mai University, Five scholastic aptitude tests, attitude test and the
" perception of clinical practicum test were used for data collection.
Data were analyzed by using stepwise multiple linear regression.

The findings revealed that there was a significant positive
between scholastic aptitude verbal factor and learning achievement
(p <.01). This factor was also a statistically significant variable
for prediéting of nursing student's achievement (R = .4845, P < 00001).

The predictive equation using raw score was as follows:

A = 832.6516 + 18.7372 Xv
When A = Nursing student's achievement
X, = Scholostic aptitude verbal factor
