They are also short of butget for providing-educatiénél
materials, book, documents and journéls_fﬁr the study of
teachgbs-aﬁd students. They lack of proper places for-
concurring multi-activities. Supervisionp cannot be done
consistently. Sécﬁioﬁ heeds do not have sufficient time
to check whether +he teaschers follow .the lesson plan.

'School counselliors do not have sufficient time to survey



the étudehts learning problems. As for measurement and
evaluations the-reghlétionVOP the Ministry in evaluastion
in-sbill & problem for teachers to practise. Schools do

not collect datsa of teachers acadamic performance for

further improvements.
