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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to investigate knowledge and
health belief level, and cervical cancer screening request in women.
Relationship among knowledge, health belief and cervical cancer
screening request were also included. The sample were 400 married
women, 25-60 years of age, in San Pa Tong District selected through
Multi-Stage Random Sampling method by the year 1993. The instruments
were developed by the researcher composed of interview questionaire,
knowledge test and health belief scale. Data were analysed using
percentage, arithmetic mean, standard diviation, and pearson product

moment. correlation technique.



The findings of the study were as follows :-

1. The women who have had a cervical cancer screening request
at least once a year were 14.47-22.03 %, those who request sometime
(less than once a yaer) were 30.57-39.93 % and those who have not
had a cervical cancer screening request were 41.61-51.39 %.

2. Knowledge scores on cervical cancer were measured at low
level, and health belief scores were measured at moderate up to good
level.

3. There was significantly correlation between knowledge and
cervical cancer screening request at the 0.001 level.

4. There was significantly correlation between the total health
belief scores and cervical cancer screening request at the 0.01 level.
Considering the relationship between each individual health belief
scores and cervical cancer screening request, it was found that
perceived Dbenefits and perceived barriers were significantly
‘correlated with cervical cancer screening request at the 0.001 level.
To find the relationship between perceived susceptibility, perceived
severity with cervical cancer screening request, the findings were no -
significantly correlated among them.

5. There was significantly correlation between knowledge and
health belief at the 0.001 level. Considering the relationship between
knowledge scores and each individual health belief scores, it was
found that there was positive singnificantly correlation between
knowledge and perceived benefits of cervical cancer screening at

the 0.001 level, and alsc positive singnificantly correlation



between knowledge and perceived barr iérs of cervical cancer screening
at the 0.001 level. There was negative singnificantly correlatior}
between knowledge and perceived susceptibility at the 0.05 level.
To find the relationship between knowledge and perceived severity, the
finding was no singnificantly correlated between them. |
According to the results of the study, a strong recommendation
came from the finding that those women in this target area need more
information about cervical cancer and cervical cancer screening.
A positive health belief in benefits of taking cervical cancer
screening service should be prométed among the women. It is also
being significant activities of health center to eliminate those
barriers of service delivery and try to persuade women to be more
concern on seriousness of cervical cancer than the barriers of

recieving a service.
