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Abstract

The purposes of this resarch were (a) to develop and implement English as a
foreign language lessons based on the Natural Approach for Mathayom Suksa 1
students of Suksa Songkraw School (Chiang Mai Welfare School), Chiang Mai
Province, (b) to investigate the motivation of students leamning English through the
Natural Approach and (c¢) to study the achievement of the students learning English
through the Natural Approach. The subjects were 44 Mathayom Suksa 1 students
taking English 011 as their first English course at Suksa Songkrow School, Chiang
Mai Province during the first semester of the academic year 1994. The lessons based
on the Natural Approach were developed and implemented through the research and
development (R & D) method. Duration for experiment was 18 weeks. A motivation
questionnaire was investigated before and after the instruction. The obtained data of

motivation scores were analized by t-test. In addition, the achievement level of the
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students in listening, speaking, reading and writing skills were assessed by California
Assessment Program (CAP) 1990 Generalized Rubric : California State Department of
Education 1989.

The findings of this research were as follows :

1. The proto-syllabus and 13 effective instructional plans resulting from
development and implementation of lessons based on the Natural Approach

2. The motivation scores of the students after the instruction were
significantly higher than the motivation scores before the instruction at the statistic
level of .01.

/ 3. The students' writing achievement levels reached the expected

commendable level. The achievement of listening, speaking and reading skills were
higher than the commendable level, with listening the highest, followed repectivey by

speaking and reading.
