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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study administrator’s role
in promoting of self-discipline students of primary school in Chiang
Mai Province. The sample comprised 366 primary school teachers in
Chiang Mai Province. The instrument use was a questionnaire comprising
check 1list and open—ended. The collected data were analyzed through
the application of frequencies and percentage. The finding revealed
that.

necessary facilities in promoting self-discipline activities among his
student. The motivation and persuasion aspects, school executive have
launched out several campaigns for promoting student’s self-discipline
with continuously. Futhermore administrators must perform as a good

leader for all teachers in their actions and also set up a praise
campaign for any good student in the practical way and should be
promoted among people as public relation activities more and more. The
coordination aspect most of them have well performed in coordination
among all department, expceet in development student behavior centers
which very difficult to join because number of fhese centers is very
small. However, school administrators also should coordinate with
" them in order to find out the most suitable way for any operation as
protection and correction any undesinable student’s behavior. For
evaluation aspect, it is very less than the other aspects. Therefore
school administrators should develope their evaluation more clearly
and be simply to take an action as the result of this will be more
useful for evalustion and improvement in promoting student’s self-

discipline activities.
