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“Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate teachers’ roles in promoting self-
discipline of primary school students. The research sample comprised 168 primary
school teachers in Hot District, Chiang Mai Province in the second semester of 2000
Academic Year. The set of rating-scale and open-ended type questionnaires was used as
the instrument for collecting data which were analyzed through fréquency distribution,
and percentages. The major findings were as follows:

1. As for the planning aspect, most teachers determined purposes for promoting,
organized relevant plans for practical project activities according to situations and
opportunities by putting the emphases on students’ present days behaviors.

2. As regards the motivation aspect, most teachers stressed the importance of
cleanliness of school places, giving rewards and certificates for well-mannered students,
punishment for misbehaved students by warning and instructing them to be responsible.
They also behaved as the good model for students, as well as encouraged and informed
parents of the importance of discipline so that they should foster desirable discipline to

young family members.



3. Regarding the coordination aspect, they worked together with their colleagues
and parents and administrative staffs on the problems concerning self-discipline
promotion to find out the suitable ways to help prevent and correct the misbehavior of
students.

4. As respect for the evaluation aspect, most teachers evaluated their performance
concerning promotion of students’ self-discipline at least once in a week by observing
students’ behavior informally. They found that the desirable behavior included many
students became more responsible, and the undesirable behavior found included
aggressive students. Most reports were conducted orally to the meetings without clearly
