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Abstract

The purposes of this research wefe to study and compare the attitudes
toward making friends with opposite sex. The population in this research
was 374 Mathayom Suksa 6 studenis of Thoengwittayakom School, Chiang Rai
Province, during the second semester of academic year, 1999.The instruments
were the attitude test. The collected data were analyzed using frequency ,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and ANOVA. The findings were
presented using tables and detailed description. The results of this research
were as follows ;
1. The students' attitude towards making friends with opposite sex
was found that
1.1 The attitude towards making friends with opposite sex in positive
situation was in fair level
1.2 The atfitude towards making friends with opposite sex in negative

situation was in low level.



2. The boys and the girls were different in attitude towards making

friends with opposite sex with statistical significance at 0.5 level.
3. The different achievement' s students were different in attitude towards

making friends with opposite sex without statistical significance.
