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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop multimedia-based lesson plans of
writing words with alveolar nasal final consonants for Prathom Suksa 1 Karen students
and to compare the achieveinent of writing words with alveolar nasal final
consonants before and after being taught by the lesson plans. The sample were 18
Prathom Suksa 1 Karen students, studying in the second semester of the 2000 academic
year at Nong Tao school, affiliated to the Office of Mae Wang District Primary
Education, Chiang Mai province. The instruments used in the study were those eight
multimedia-based lesson plans of writing words with alveolar nasal final consonants for
Prathom Suksa 1 Karen students each plan took three 20-minute periods of teaching,
therefore the experiment totally took 24 periods. Moreover, a 25-item of was conducted
by pretest and posttest scores were compared Thai words writing achievement test was
conducted by having the students filling words in the blanks with pictures. The pretest
and posttest scores were compared by calculating mean (i ), standard deviation (S.D.)

and t-test and the data analysis was then presented in tables with descriptions.



The results of the study were as followed:

1. Eight multimedia-based lesson plans of writing words with alveolar nasal
final consonants for Prathom Suksa 1 Karen students were developed. Basic words
and those words which students got problems in their daily lives writing were included
in the plans.

2. The students’ learning achievement of writing words with alveolar nasal
final consonants after the instruction was higher than that before the instruction at a

significant level of 0.01.
