Abstract

The objective of this study was to examine the use of student portfolio by
social studies teachers in secondary schools under the Department of General
Education, Chiang Mai Province.

The population consisted of 27 social studies teachers. Data were collected by
interview during the 2" semester of the academic year 2001. The constructed interview
included planning, process, students’ development, benefits, and limitations.

The findings were as follows:

Social studies teachers prepared themselves well about the utilization of
students’ portfolio by studying relevant documents and attending the seminars. Before
teaching, they identified leaming objectives and types of portfolio to be utilized
according fo the content taught. These teachers indicated that students had become
more effective and creative learners after using portfolio.

Some students disagreed with the values of portfolio but they agreed that
portfolio can be helpful in terms of teamwaork.

Social studies feachers also stated that portfolio created more work while

teaching time was quite limited.
