ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to investigate the relationship between economic and non-
economic factors and income distribution in ASEAN using panel data. The variables in the study
divided by 4 groups include economic variables, social variables, technology variables and
institutional variables. The secondary data of variables in the study were gathered annual,
covering from 2001 to 2011. Econometric techniques used for analysis were Fixed Effects Model.

The results of the study indicate that all of variables were stationary with the first
difference. The results indicate that Health expenditure per capita, Percentage of individuals using
the internet, Corruption Perceptions Index and Property right have significant positive
relationship with Economic Growth Rate in ASEAN. Gross National saving per real GDP,
Unemployment rate, Improve sanitation facilities percentage of population with access and
Mobile-cellular telephone subscriptions per 100 inhabitants however, there is a negative
relationships with Economic Growth Rate in ASEAN.

Suggestions of this research are government should support the project to build a career

with emphasis on distribute training center into the public thoroughly and support the use of



technology in production to increase productivity. In the same time, technology is a tool to reduce
operating costs as well as a variety of marketing channels. Moreover government should have an
incentive to promote and support in social organizations and individuals in morality by emphasize

in honesty.
