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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research and development were: (1) to develop and
impiement English oral presentation lessons based on autonomous leaming approach
for the undergraduate students, (2) to study the quality and improvement of the
students’ oral presentation skills after each oral presentation, and (3) to investigate
opinions of the students about learmers’ role and success in conducting group oral
presentation projects after learning English through autonomous leaming approach.
The target group was twenty four undergraduate students enrolling in English | (AE 101)
in the second semester of the 2003 academic year at Payap University, Chiangmai
Province. The research instruments consisted of three lesson plans, and two
questionnaires on autonomous learning approach. Mean and percentage were used to
analyze the data.

The finding showed that: (1) Three English oral presentation lesson plans based
on autonomous leaming approach could be developed and implemented with the
undergraduate students, (2) Students’ English oral presentation skilis were gradually
increased after learning through autonomous leaming approach. Students’ scores were
below satisfactory level for the first oral presentation, but the scores were increased
after the second and third oral presentations respectively, and (3) the majority of the

students agreed that.they were able to take responsibility on their own leaming, and
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presentation skills were at a good level after learning through autonomous leaming

approach.
