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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were aimed to study Thai writing ability and Attitudes
towards reading of Mathayom Suksa 2 students being taught through extensive reading activities.

The sample used in this research was the group of Mathayom Suksa 2/3 students from
Yupparaj Wittayalai School, Muang District, Chiang Mai Province, totaled 55 students. They
were in the second semester of academic year 2003 and were sampled selected through a cluster
random sampling method. The research instruments included 4 lesson plans focused on extensive
reading activities, Thai writing ability test and attitudes towards reading questionnaire. The data
were collected by test in Thai writing ability and attitudes towards reading questionnaire before
and after. The data obtained were analyzed by means of t-test.

The research findings were shown as follows :

1. Mathayom Suksa 2 Students were taught through extensive reading activities had the
higher scores of the Thai writing ability than before having studied at the significant level of .01

2. Mathayom Suksa 2 Students were tanght through extensive reading activities had the
higher scores of the Attitudes towards reading than before having studied at the significant level
of .01
