ABSTRACT

The purpose of this quasi-experimental research was to study the effects of providing
participatory activities of relatives on health conditions of brain tumor patients after surgery at
Maharaj Nakormn Chiang Mai Hospital. Participatory learning and Orem’s nursing theory were
used as a theorctical framework. The subjects were 50 purposively sampled brain tumor
patients admitted at the hospital during April — July 2004 and their relatives. They were divided
in two groups. Half of them were the controlled group and the rest were the experimental
group. The first group were treated using conventional nursing care while the second group
were treated using both conventional nursing care and the participatory activities of relatives.
These relatives were evaluated their ability in taking care of the patients in terms of knowledge,
experience and self-persistence in making decision concerning health related issues, attention to
health, feeling toward health condition, taking part in patient care, and giving value to health.
In addition, physical check-up and observation were used assess health condition of the
subjects. The data were analyzed using the paired t-test, frequency, percentage and mean of

SPSS program.



The results of this study were:

1. There were statistically significant differerices of mean scores on the physical
condition of the experimental group before and after participating in the activities (p < 0.001).

2. There were no difference of mean scores on physical condition of the controlled
group before and after participating in the activities.

3. The mean scores on the physical condition of the experimental group was

significantly higher than the controlled group after participating in the activities (p < 0.001).
