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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to construct and analyze the Student-Centered Activity

Plans to strengthen geographical knowledge and skills for Grade Level 3 students. The subjects
were 41 of students in Grade Level 3 of Ching Mai University Demonstration School who
register for geography activity in the first semester of 2004. The tool of this research for
qualitative analysis consisted of ;

1. 'l:he assessment form by 7 experts which was gained based on comment and
sugguestion form at least 5 out of 7 experts.

2. A 4-choiced- test with a passing criteria at sixty percent or more,

3. A questionnaire for students’opinions. Data were analyzed by mean and standard

deviation.

4. Observation record form (unspecific) for the active learning.



The findings were as follows :

1. The results and the assessment of the constructed activity plans by 7 experts showed
that the Student-Centered Activity Plans to Strengthen Geographical Knowledge and Skills for
Grade Level 3 Students were considered appropriate for teaching.

2, The results of implementing the plans showed that

2.1 students could pass the setting criteria with high percentage at 92.68.
2.2 students had high level of satisfaction.

2.3 students” active learning was in good scale.
