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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the conditions and problems of rice
farming of Bann Makok-Nabua villagers, Lai Hin Sub-district, KoKha District, Lampang
Province and to search guidelines for promotion of rice farming of Bann Makok-Nabua villagers.
Data were collected by interviewing the sample groups, namely members of farmer families who
grew rice, including their descendents who grew rice, and the relevant officials in organizations
concerning in promotion of rice farming. This research was partly conducted by searching
information from textbooks, research documents and information via internet. The data from
documentary search and from interview were analyzed and presented in a descriptive and
analytical form.

The results of this research were as follows:

The conditions of rice farming of Bann Makok-Nabua villagers revealed that the pattern
of relationship existing in the village was a system of relatives, helping each other. At Bann
Makok-Nabua the area used for agriculture was 270 rai. The most of villagers mainly do the
paddy farming in rainy season; it is called rainy rice farming. In addition, as for their motivation

concerning rice planting; the motivations were conclude into 4 main points as follows:



1. They loved to do the paddy farming

2. They wanted to succeed how to do the paddy farming from their ancestors

3. They had on choices to pursue other careers

4. Rice farming was one occupation provided income for living

The factors affecting the rice farming of Bann Makok-Nabua villagers were, namely the
factors of physical environment, economy, culture, society and education.

Problems and obstacles in rice farming of Bann Makok-Nabua villagers were found that
the villagers who mainly earned living in doing the paddy farming usually had problems and
obstacles about farm labors; the labors were often absent from farm work. Moreover, they
immigrated to big cities of the country or aboard, looking a job. In addition, the other problems
and obstacles of doing rice farming relating to the succeeding of rice farming from family were
the lack of rice farming labors due to their descendants lacked tolerance and ignored to do the
rice farming.

The guidelines for promotion the rice farming of Bann Makok-Nabua villagers were
found that there were organizations assisting in the promotion by transferring knowledge and
supporting the rice farming, namely Lampang Seed Center, Lampang Provincial Agriculture
Office, and there were some cooperation in solving problems between the Head of Lai Hin village

and Lai Hin Sub-district Administration Organization.
