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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to to compare the vocabulary knowledge of
partially sighted students before and after learning through the multisensory approach
and to investigate the creative English writing ability of partially sighted students after
learning through the multisensory approach.The target group was 3 partially sighted
students who were studying English in the second semester of 2008 academic year at
the Northern School for the Blind. The research instruments were creative writing
lesson plans based upon the multisensory approach, vocabulary tests, creative English
writing tests, and authentic creative writing assessment rubrics. The data were

analyzed for mean and standard deviation.

The findings were as follows:
1. When being compared, the students’ abilities in vocabulary knowledge after
being taught through the multisensory approach were higher than those before being

taught through the multisensory approach.
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2. The creative English writing abilities of the students were ranged from the
satisfactory to good level. The overall creative English writing abilities were at the

good level.
