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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the local wisdom of Yong people about
longan planting and to analyze the relationship between the local wisdom and Yong people’s way
of life. The research was conducted in Mae Rang sub district, Pa sang district, Lamphun
province; and a qualitative method was utilized. A group used for the study, selected by a
purposive sampling, was 17 elders and farmers who planted longan at Baan Gong-ngam, Mae
Rang sub district, Pa Sang district, Lamphun province, selected by purposive sampling. The data
were collected by interview and then analyzed and presented in narrative form.

The study revealed that the local wisdom in longan planting of Yong farmers in
Maerang sub district, Pasang district, Lamphun province had various aspects which were as
follows. 1) Breed selection was done by selecting it from good longan trees which were durable
against diseases and insects. The famous breed in markets was Edour variety. 2) The farmers
made the plot and left it dry before planting the longan. 3) The planting method was done by
adding organic fertilizer at the bottom of the soil hole before planting and covering with dry
straw; 4) Maintenance: the farmers watered the longan while it did not have the fruit every 3-5
days. When the fruit grew, they watered more every 10-15 days.; 5) Harvesting was done by
using bamboo stair called single stair (Bandai diew) and breaking the longan fruit bouquet for

about 1 foot long.



The relation between the longan planting wisdom and Yong people’s way of life was
analyzed in two ways, 1) the relation between Yong’s wisdom on longan planting and the way of
life from the past until present that were the relation within a community and the relation of
economy. 2) The relation between the longan planting wisdom and the Yong’s belief with
success of occupation; the belief of planting day; the belief of tradition to reduce natural disaster;

and the belief of ghost and sacred thing.
