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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to development of analytical thinking skills affecting
reading achievement and compare reading achievement of Mathayom Suksa 3 students whose
analytical thinking skill was developed. The purposively selected sample of 42 Mathayom Suka 3
students at Chiangmuan Wittayakom School, Chiang Muan District, Phayao Province enrolled in
the 1" semester of 2009 academic year was used. The instruments used included seven lesson
plans focusing on analytical thinking and reading achievement test which were administered
before and after the experiment. Data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, and
t-test. The findings reveal that the students’ analytical thinking, in the aspects of error analysis

classifying matching generalizing, and specifying, and then reading achievement increased.
