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Abstract

The objective of this thesis was to synthesize classroom research works concerning the
implementation of innovation among the teachers under the controlled of Chiang Mai Educational
Service Area 3 during the year 2542-2549, B.E. The 185 research works were collected for
synthesis. The research tools were the classroom research evaluation form, checklist form for
grouping of the research work and the interview guide. The data analyzed by the used of
frequency, percentage, mode, median and content analysis. The results were as follows:

In term of the over all quality of the classroom research report was found at the moderate
level while the teachers have presented their good quality in writing the title but not so good
quality in literature review and discussion in research results as well.

All the research works were from mostly female teachers with academic position level 2
These works were almost all printed in the year 2549 B.E. The largest amount of classroom

research works were on the problems of thai language learning with students in education level 2.



The research works were mostly aimed at the progress of the whole class learning
achievement. The innovation mostly were exercises. Determining the quality of the innovation by
using E /E, learning effectiveness. Tests were mostly used IOC quality indication of validity.
Before and after using learning innovation were compared and presented in form of tables.

According to the type of classroom learning innovation, it was found that there were 10
types of innovation ranking by order of application: learning practicing, teaching technique,
instruction kit, program instruction, tale, game, song, supplementary reading, computer assisted
instruction and e-book. These 10 types of innovation were implemented in various appropriate
ways for students both in and out of class and at home. It was found that after using innovation all

teachers’ research works were positively changed.
