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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the effects of using Multimedia in Teaching
Through Natural Language Approach on Writing Ability of Kindergarten 2 Students, Arunothai
School. The subjects were 16 students from the kindergarten 2 at Arunothai School, Muang
District, Lampang Province. The instruments were multimedia and the test. During the lessons,
students were observed their learning behavior and were given the test at the end of lesson. Data

were analyzed in term of percentage and presented with descriptive writing.

The results indicated that all students were able to write according to the given
objectives and gained writing abilities scores ranged from 82.50 to 100 percent. Most of them
were enjoyed and actively engaged in learning. They were responsible, interested in learning
activities and instructional media. They were also cooperated and participated in learning

activities with their peers and their teacher.
