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Abstract

This research aimed to study the well-being of the 190 first-year high school students of
Chiang Mai University Demonstration School in relation with emotional quotient. The E.Q.
questionnaire about emotional quotient, developed by Department of Mental Health, Ministry of
Public Health, was used to assess the physical, mental, social, and spiritual well-being of the
students, through descriptive statistic and Chi-square test. The statistic results showed the 0.5
significant level of the correlation between the well-being of the students and their emotional

quotient.
