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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the effects of using the Total Physical Response (TPR)
learning method for developing Thai language communicative skills of Hmong students. The
subjects were 8 Prathom Suksa 3 Hmong students at Wat Prachakasem School, in mobile
classroom at Nam Sum-Huay Kwang, under the Office of the Primary Education Service Area 4,
Hang Dong District, Chiang Mai Province, enrolled in the second semester of 2010 academic
year. The instruments used included TPR learning plans, a communicative Thai language skill
test, and form for observing students’ Thai language communicative behavior during their action.
The findings reveal that the students had Thai language communicative skill at very good level
with 80.78 mean and the development of their Thai language communicative skill at very good

level with 88.13 mean.
