ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study students’ English listening-speaking abilities
after they had learned through experiential language learning approach and to compare students’
historical knowledge of tourist attractions. The target group was 30 Higher Vocational Certificate
Students taking the Tour Guide Course 1 during the first semester of the 2011 academic year at
LannaRatchamangkala Technology University, Payab Campus, Chiang Mai. Two types of
research instruments were used in the study; experiential language learning plans and data
collection instruments comprising an English listening-speaking assessment form and a historical
knowledge of tourist attraction test. The obtained data were analyzed for mean, standard
deviation, and percentage.

The results were as follows:

1. Students’ listening - speaking abilities met the criteria after they had learned
through experiential language learning plans.

2. Students’ historical knowledge of tourist attractionsincreased after they had learned

through experiential language learning plans.
