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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare English reading ability of Mathayom
Suksa 5 students before and after learning through mind mapping and group discussion, and to
study English oral presentation ability after the use of mind mapping and group discussion. The
target group comprised 30 Mathayom Suksa 5/1 students who enrolled in English reading-writing
(E32202) at Hang Dong Rat Rat Uppattham School, Amphur Hang Dong, Chiang Mai, in the
second semester of the academic year 2011. The experimental instruments were 6 lesson plans
using mind mapping and group discussion. The data collection instruments were a reading ability
test and an oral presentation ability evaluation form. The data obtained were analyzed for mean,
percentage and standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The English reading ability of the students after learning through mind mapping and
group discussion was increased from fair level to good level.

2. The English oral presentation ability of students after learning through

mind mapping and group discussion passed the pre-set criteria of 60%.
