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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research was to construct Desirable Characteristics Inventories
of Learners According to the Basic Education Curriculum of B.E. 2551, including observance
sufficiency economy philosophy in one’s way of life, dedication and commitment to work,
cherishing Thai-ness andcreate norms. The samples were divided into four groups 1) The samples
used for forming question were 60 people, who had teaching experience at school in Chiang
Mai.The Samples were chosen by Purposive Sampling, 2) The samples used for forming choices
were 200 students secondary and high school, who were studying in Chiang Mai school. The
samples were chosen by Multi — stage Random Sampling, 3) The samples used for determining
the values of discrimination powers were 330 students secondary education, who were studying in
Chiang Mai school. The sample were chosen by Multi — stage Random Sampling and 4) The
samples used for Concurrent Validity were 150 students, the coefficient of alpha reliability were
300 students and create norms were 500 students secondary education studying in Chiang Mai
school . The Samples were chosen by Multi — stage Random Sampling. They were subject to
analyze by percentage, t — test, and Coefficient of Alpha. The findings were as follows:

1. Had desirable characteristics Inventories of learners by 3 subtests. 15 items for
the observance sufficiency economy philosophy in one’s way of life. 17 items for the dedication

and commitment to work. 18 items for the cherishing Thai-ness. The quality of instruments are



content validity, the discrimination powers, the concurrent validity and reliability were high
grade.

2. The Norms of the desirable characteristics inventories of learners : 1.
The observance of principles of sufficiency economy philosophy in one’s way of life had
Normalized T — score ranged from 21 - 79. 2. The dedication and commitment to work had
Normalized T — score ranged from 19 - 81. 3. The cherishing Thai-ness had Normalized T — score

ranged from 19 - 81 .
