ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare students’ English reading ability before
and after learning through comprehension strategies and to investigate students’ writing ability
after learning through comprehension strategies in each lesson. The target group was 30
Mathayom Suksa 5 students who enrolled in an English Reading and Writing course (English
32204) at Sansai Wittayakom School, Sansai District, Chiang Mai Province. The experiment
followed the single group pretest and posttest design. The research instruments consisted of 5
lesson plans using comprehension strategies and a reading comprehension test which was
administered to the students before and after the experiment. Student’s writing ability was
assessed after each lesson plans. The data obtained were analyzed for mean, standard deviation,

and percentage.



The findings of the research were as follows:

1. The students’ English reading ability increased from the very poor level to the average
level after they had learned through comprehension strategies.
2. The students’ English writing ability met the pre-set criteria of the average level after

learning through comprehension strategies.
