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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to comprehend library performance evaluation of
Yupparaj Wittayalai School under Office of the Basic Education Commission, Ministry of
Education. The respondents used in this study were 5 school administrators, 2 librarians, 147
teachers and 3,581 students, totaling 3,736 persons. Tool used in this study was an evaluation
form regarding library performance of Yupparaj Wittayalai School. The data gained was analyzed
by mean and standard deviation.

The results of the study can be summarized as follows:

The library performance evaluation of Yupparaj Wittayalai School by school administrators,
teachers and librarians can be divided into 4 major sections as follows: administrator standard,
teacher standard, learner standard and information resource standard. Every standard was in good
level. While the evaluation by learners can be divided into 3 major sections as follows: teacher
standard which was in excellent level, learner standard which was in good level, and information
resource standard which was in excellent level.

For the operational problems and suggestion can be summarized as follows:

The 1" section “Administrator Standard” found that the library’s budget management for
purchasing books or repairing the library to be up-to-date was less to none. It is suggested that the

library should be improved to be more universal and up-to-date. The 2" section “Teacher



Standard” found that librarians lacked of public relation of the library to be well-known and the
new technology was less applied to the library. It is suggested that there should be an activity
promoting reading on regular and continuous basis while the students are promoted to use library.
The 3" section “Learner Standard” found that the student could not rightly use the information.
Some students do not fully recognize the benefits of computer search or Internet. It is suggested
that there should be a training concerning the use of information. The library should be set up as
an interesting learning center. And the 4" section “Information Resource Standard” found that the
book shelving was unorganized; hard to find. There were less material and electronic learning
media; they are not various and up-to-date. It is suggested that there should arrange more material

and electronic learning media which can be sorted out easier by providing a signboard.
