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ABSTRACT

This independent study has the purpose of suggesting Thai Program Administration
Guidelines for Foreigners at Inspiration Language Center, Chiang Mai Province. There are a total
of nine people who have given this information. They are: the Director, the teachers who have
responsibility of overseeing the curriculum, the teachers teaching in the Inspiration Language
Center, Chiang Mai Province, and the parents and guardians who teach Thai to foreign students as
part of their home school curriculum. The people who took part in the meeting were the Director,
the people who have responsibility in overseeing the curriculum of the Inspiration Language
Center, Chiang Mai Province, and the educational supervisors in the office of Chiang Mai
Primary Educational Service Area 1, and experts from universities, schools, and other institutions
which teach Thai language to foreigners. This independent study is divided into three parts, which
can be summarized in the following manner:

1. Regarding the aspect of curriculum planning, there was a meeting of the Director and
the teachers in order to create a curriculum for the Institute. Information was distributed to the
parents and guardians of the students concerning the curriculum, and data was collected
concerning how to the curriculum was used. The following problems were encountered: the
teachers were not ready to teach in accordance with the curriculum, and there was a lack of

follow-up in the distribution of information to the public.



Concerning the aspect of supporting the use of the curriculum, the Director arranged a
workshop in order to prepare the teachers to be ready to teach according to the curriculum. The
teachers created lesson plans for use according to the curriculum, each planning according to
what was appropriate for the level of instruction they would teach, and shared their experiences in
using the curriculum. As for the teachers, they evaluated themselves on the basis of their own
experiences in using the curriculum in their classrooms. The people involved with the curriculum
planned together in order to evaluate the use of the curriculum beforehand so that there would be
as few errors as possible when using the curriculum. But the problem that arose was that the
Director was not able to continue to supervise and be the expert in the continued use of the
curriculum.

2. The needs of the foreign students: The students need skills in being able to listen to the
Thai language. They need to be taught through focusing on practicing conversational skills in
Thai with native Thai speaker. They need to have their abilities measured and evaluated. They
need to supplement their study of Thai through the use of technology at home, and they need to
use multimedia in each teaching session.

3. In the guidelines concerning for the curriculum administration of teaching the Thai
language to foreigners, the aspect of curriculum planning, it was found that the Director needs to
meet with the teachers to plan the curriculum, and work together seriously to do curriculum
development. She needs to train the teachers to understand the actual purpose of curriculum that
has been prepared. She needs to follow up on the results of the curriculum promotion and the data
collection that is related to the use of the curriculum. As for the guidelines for supporting the
curriculum, the Director give workshops and training in lesson-planning to the teachers, and must
support the teachers in creating more opportunities for learning outside the classroom. As for the
guidelines for examining the quality of the curriculum, the Director make time to continue
contributing her expertise to supervision of the curriculum. She have regular meetings to consult
with the teachers to help them be serious in doing monthly self-evaluation in their use of the

curriculum, and for planning together in doing curriculum evaluation.
