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ABSTRACT

This thesis work entitled “The dimension of relationship between 2 and 3 dimensions” is
an artwork which aims to create a structure of large geometric form to be a space of 2 and 3
dimensions forms which inspired by traditional Japanese art of paper folding “Origami”. This
artwork is created by carving and scratching the form of folded paper onto the surface of the three
dimension forms presenting the interaction of sculpture, printmaking and folded paper forms in a
geometrical installation. The connectivity of the three elements sculpture printmaking and paper
folding also produced a series of prints to accomplish at the objectives of this project. At the same
time the relationships and interaction also created unintended meanings. Further studies, in
natural environments encountered problems and solutions which allowed me to achieve my

objectives and will be benefit to my further development of art.
