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ABSTRACT

“Relationship within The Differences” is a set of mixed-media sculptures. It exhibits a
notion arose in my mind after having observed people’s living together in society: relationship
between I and other individuals and connection between various social groups. These are bonds
within superficially different appearances, both concrete and abstract.

As far as | am concerned, “thought” is a property that everyone owns and makes
people different, substantially. Thus, I used a form of head to convey the meaning. Several pieces
of head represent diverse types of thought, but their placing together means relationship existing
within differences. This work consists of three sculptures which I made to communicate varied
aspects of the concept. Aside from telling the title’s issue, the perspectives created by this
threesome work of art also relate to the viewers the equivocal, inseparable link between reason
and feeling.

In short, this set of sculptures communicates an idea resembles that of one biological

term: symbiosis, the relationship of two or more different organisms in a close association.
