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ABSTRACT

Space of Suffering is designed to visualize the concept that without exception, all
mankind endures suffering. People encounter sorrow every day. Examples include the art painted
on walls of Buddhist temples and the evangelization of Lord Buddha, which inspired me to create
these art pieces. Space of Suffering illustrates combinations of alphabets and perceptual feeling
processed in a carefully planned manner. The plan includes literary data, sketching, visual
formation, and public exhibition. The exhibition combines video, showing 13 roots of sorrowful
words, and 2.85 x 16.6 meters of painted canvas with 15 expressions of sorrowful words. [
analytically define Space of Suffering into 6 notions including 1) utilization of visual elements
towards the words meaning in art form, 2) unity of vision in exhibition, 3) video art presentation,
4) relation of two artists inspiring my work, 5) realism and abstraction, and 6) perceptual feeling
from interviews. This work successfully attained my conceptual goal. I also received purpose and
experience from each step in developing this work. Further more doing this body of work caused
me to deeply consider the cause of suffering and to spend my life more carefully. I believe this
work will help to remind my audiences to not to spend their lives bound by greed, anger, and

desire which will lure them into the endless circle of Space of Suffering.
