The Original Shell attempts to find the spiritual shelter of the construction workers in
Mae Rim district, Chiang Mai. This work which will be presented in an installation and a short
film format will reflect the lives of those who had migrated from their hometown. It will focus on
the relationship between physical space and imaginary space of the workers. This thesis will
elaborate the process of art-making, my interpretation, and in the end, the summarization of the
work.

I hope that this project would transcribed the impact of social changes caused by
globalization, and that my effort would express some aspects of the environmental and

psychological well-being of this marginal group in a Thai society.
