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Abstract

The main focus of this descriptive study was to examine sexual risk behavior as well as
factors influencing such risk behavior among vocational students in Nan Province. The study
samples was composed of 314 students and was drawn proportionally from the two vocational
institution: Nan Technical College and Rajamangala Institute of Technology Nan Campus.
The sample for focus group discussions was divided into 8 groups and was selected according
to the similarity of the major study. Desired data were obtained through questionnaire and
focus group discussions. Descriptive statistics, chi - square and content analysis were then
adopted for data analysis.

The major results showed that among the study sample, 33.4 ﬁercent of this group had
sexual relation, initially at the age between 10 and 21 years ( 16.7 years old in average ).
Among this group, 74.2 percent had sexual relation with their lover and 32.6 percent had over
one partner. Nearly 66 percent of them had drunk before having sexual relation and 31.9
percent of this group did so without condom use. During the past three months, 61.9 and 12.5



percent of this group had sexual relation with their lover and sex worker respectively, and a
quarter of each two groups did not use condom,

Factors significantly affecting sexual risk behavior in the study included
biopsychosocial factor (p < .01 ). Regarding biological factor, it was sex: male students had
higher sexual risk behavior than female students statistically ( p < .01 ). With respect to
psychosocial factor, this involved visiting places like karaoke, media stimulating sexual desire
especially video which was accepted by the sample ( 60.7 percent ) to be the most highly
stimulating media, and family income. Further, peers or lover of the study sample was found
to influence the sample either to visit places like karaoke or to have sexual relation.

The findings of this study, thus, indicate that, it is rather important to take psychosocial
factor into consideration so as to prevent or reduce sexual risk behavior among vocational
students effectively. In addition, life skill training focusing on making decision, refusal and
negotiation skilis should be arranged for vocational students. This is anticipated to strengthen

the potentiality of the students in coping with sexual behavior productively.
