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Abstract

The objectives of the study were to examine the personality of Amphetamine-
like drug users at Northern Drug Dependent Treatment Center Chiang Mai Province,
including the information about their family, social environment, and history of
Amphetamine-like drug abuse. One hundred and sixty-five samples were purposively
selected. This study used questionnaire and Maudsley Personality Inventory (MPI) to
collect the data. Descriptive statistics was used for analysis.

The results revealed that the behavioral personality of 70.9, 21.8, and 7.3
percent of samples were of ambivert, introvertand extravert types respectively with
the average score inclining towards the introvert type. For the emotional personality,
66.7, 30.3, and 3.0 percent of them were of ambivert. Neuroticism, and stability
types respectively with the average score leaning towards the neuroticism type.

In general description, most of samples were male whom accounted for 95.2
percent, in 14-20 age group, and being secondary school studenis. Seventy-seven
percent of samples, lived with their parents. They started to use the Amphetamine-
like drug while their parents lived together, accounted for 73.9 percent. Twenty point

six and seventeen point six percent of thin parents were alcoholic drinkers and



cigarette smokers, respectively. The percentages of their brothers or sisters who
were Amphetamine-like drug and inhalant abusers were 9.7 and 0.6 respectively.
Furthermore, 1.8 percent of their relatives were heroin or opium addicted. They
denied that there was no Amphetamine-like drug production in the community.
Seventy three point three percent of them, ‘however, accepted that there were drug
selling in their communities, with 42.4 percent of transaction occurring at home.
Almost all of them, 97.0 percent, abused the Amphetamine-like drug by inhalation.
The reasons for abusing the Amphetamine-like drug were self-trial and
peers’ temptation that accounted for 52.7 and 32.1 percent respectively.

The results of this study, indicate the necessity of having further study in the
area of the personality of Amphetamine-like drug users to provide basic information
for prevention and control of Amphetamine-like drug abuse, particularly in shool
children. Life-skill training to avoid substance abuse should also be taken to promote

the efficiency of prevention and control programs.
