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Abstract

The study was designed to examine factors for medical rehabilitation
services of the movement disabled persons in Tha-U-Then District Nakhon Phanom
Province. The samples were selected by purposive sampling. The study group
consisted of 70 movement disabled persons from 15 years old who had the ability to
answer the questions themselves. A questionnaire was adopted to obtain desired
data, then descriptive statistics were used for data analysis.

The results of the study found that in the 17 - 86 years age group, most
were male with primary school education, with no income enabling them to receive
medical rehabilitation services. Factors for medical rehabilitation services were the
predisposing factor, enabling factor and reinforcing factor. For the predisposing factor,
the study group of multi - disabled persons received various treatments. Most of them
had a correct perception about disability and rehabilitation with a good acceptance of
their disability, For the enabling factor, the majority of the samples felt comfort to
receive medical rehabilitation services, received the services at home, accepted that
services would solve their disable problems and had health insurance shown by

disabled identity card. Finally with the reinforcing factor, most of the samples were



persuaded by heaith officers to have the services. Half of the medical rehabilitation

services providers were nurses. The study group were satisfied with the provider's
behavior, received news and knowledge about disability and medical rehabilitation
from health officers and received mental support from their parents.

The result of this study showed that the reinforcing factor is the most
important to help target groups to get rehabilitation services. Thus there shouid be

promotion of the supporting health officers role, especially at community hospital level
including giving knowledge and understanding to disabled families and communities on
disabled rehabilitation issues which would help all disabled persons to get medical

rehabilitation services.
