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Abstract

This study aimed to examine people participation for preventing rabies, including
problems and obstacles of participation at Sanchangmoob village, Tonpao subdistrict,
San Kamphaeng district, Chiang Mai Province.The study group consisted of 145 people who
were selected by purposive sampling. Data were collected by interviewing and analysed by
descriptive statistics and content analysis.

The result revealed that the study group had highly participated nearly all activities
in problem identification and decision making ( 66.9% to 86.2%), implementation
(67.6% to 94.5%), and evaluation ( 69.7% to 89.7%). Importantly, the study group had highly
participated in all activities of benefits taking ( 79.3% to 99.3%). In contrast, planning had least
participated in all activities ( 6.2 % to 16.6%).

Problems and obstacles of particiption were: lack of time, information and knowledge

of rabies prevention. The implementation of health officers did not appropriate through



life style of the study group since the health officers and community leaders were the people who '
planned and managed those activities.

| The results indicated that health education about self care and rabies prevention
should be strengthen in order to improve people's participation for preventing rabies. In addition,

the encouragement of health officers about the important of rabies prevention need to be carried

out.
