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The main focus of this descriptive study was to examine sexual risk behavior as well

as factors influencing such risk behavior of male students in National University, Vientiane
LAQ.P.D.R . The study samples were stratified cluster sampling of 335 students. Desired data

were obtained through structured questionnaire and 323 (96.4 percent) completed questionnaires

were used of this study . Descriptive statistics, chi-square analysis were then adopted for data

analysis.



The results showed that among the study sample, 32.8 percent had sexual risk
factors, 34.9 percent had never used condom when having sex. During the past three months,
54.8 percent had sex with more than one partner, 39 percent had sexual intercourse initially at a
mean age of 18.4 years old or 73 percent at 16-20 years old age group. Male students,57.8
percent, reported that they had lovers. Among this group, 58.3 percent had sex with their lovers.
Of their lovers, 69.7 were student lovers and 3 1.2 percent were sex workers.

Factors significantly affecting sexual risk behavior in the study included social and
economic factors (P<.05). Of these social and economic factors, economic status, peer group,
visiting entertainment places, having a lover and drinking alcohol had the highest influence to
sexual risk behaviour .In contrast environmental factors were not significant (P>.05).

This findings could be a very useful information that could reduce high risk sexual

behaviour and subsequently prevent HIV transmission among vocational students in the future.
