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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to describe and compare knowledge and attitude
towards Ya Ba among Mathayom Suksa students Chiang Mai province. The students were
divided into 3 groups: normal, risk and experienced groups. The sample size of each group were
109, 104 and 24 cases respectively. Data were obtained by using self-administered questionnaire.
The tests of knowledge and attitude were achieved a reliability of 0.75 and 0.74 respectively.
Means, standard deviation, percentage, percentile, analysis of variance and Scheffe test were used
in analysis.

The result revealed that the knowledge scores were in moderate level and there was no
significant difference between the groups. According to attitude scores, the three groups had
negative attitude toward Ya Ba ; the normal group had the highest scores of negative than the
other groups. The experienced group had the lowest scores. There were significant difference
between the groups; normal and experienced group, normal and risk group. (p<,05) This was no
significant difference between experienced and risk group.(p>.05)

This study suggests that the knowledge and attitude toward Ya Ba should be enhanced

in order to prevent the use of Ya Ba among Mathayom Suksa students.
