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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study perception and preventive behavior on

diabetic complication, and to examine the relationship between the perception and preventive

“behavior on diabetic complication among diabetic patients in Phrao Hospital Chiang Mai

Province. The samples were one hundred diabetic patients, who attended the diabetic clinic.The

instrument used in this study was an interview form. Data were analyzed by using descriptive
statistic and Spearman "s rank correlation coefficient.

The results of the study showed that: the overall score and a score in each part of
perception on diabetic complication were in a high level. The overall score and a score in each
part of preventive behavior on diabetic complication were in a high level, except the score
of an exercise, which was in a moderate level. The perception on diabetic complication was
statistically significant related to the preventive behavior on diabetic complication in a low level

(r, = .28, p < .01).The perception of preventive behavior benefits and barriers were



statistically significant related to the preventive behavior in a low level (r,=.25 andr, = .26,
p < .01). However, the perception of susceptibility and the perception of severity were not
statistically significant related to the preventive behavior on diabetic complication.

This study revealed that diabetic patients should be promoted in order to have
knowledge on complication and preventive behavior on diabetic éomplication, especially an
exercise. Therefore, the patients will be able to perceive benefits and eliminate barriers on

preventive behavior .
