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ABSTRACT

This descriptive sfudy aimed to examine opinions towards sexual information,
prevention of sex risk behavior, and compare the opinions towards sexual information and
prevention of sex risk behavior among vocational students in Trang province between male and
female students who stayed with and outside their families. The samples were 360 students in
Trang Technical College selected by muitistage random sampling. Data were collected by
questionnaire of the opinions towards sexual information and prevention of sex risk behavior with
reliability at .85 and .80 respectively. The data were analysed by descriptive statistic and t-test.

The results of the study showed that the opinions towards sex information from
family, school, community, and mass communication were as following: moderate (44.5%),
negative (41.9%) and positive level (13.6%). The opinions towards sex information from family
between male and female were statistically significant difference (p<.05). On the other hand,
the opinions towards sexual information from school, community and mass communication were

not different. The prevention of sex risk behavior with condom use were as following:



moderate (51.2%), high (31%) and low level (17.8%). The prevention of risk behavior with
condom use between male and female students were not different. The prevention of risk
behavior without drinking alcohol, not visiting night entertainment places, avoiding media that
stimulate sexual desire, and sexual desire performance were statistically significant difference
(p<.05). Finally, the opinions towards sexual information and prevention of risk behavior between
the students who stayed with and outside their families could not be tested because the students
who stayed outside their families were limited (4.7%).

The results of this study pointed out that family, school, community, and mass
communication should cooperate and provide correct sexual information. The family should pay
particular attention to strengthening relationships with children and opening communication with
- them about sex education, especially male children. Moreover, knowledge of condom use and
positive attitudes towards condom use should be emphasized. At the same time, the school should

conduct the training of sex education by peer group.
