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Abstract

The purposes of this study are to examine the participation and process of involvement
in village health planning among the people of Ban Maethum, Tambon Sermsai, Sermngam
Distric, Lampang Province. Exploratory research methodology were applied for 1) qualitative
data collected via responding by key informant groups indepth interview from individual
villagers ,village leader focus group discussion. 2) quantitative data collected via questionaire
(response from village leaders, village member represented each household) public and related

document available. The content analysis was applied to qualitative data, while frequency



distribution (including detennination for means standard deviation) was use for quantitative data.

Each session of data are then evaluated.

The result of the study revealed that surveillance data of basic minimal need were rarely used in
health planing. The first step of health planning was to prioritize the problems proposed by health
center staffs, health volunteers, and villagers. After determining a problem, causes and factors
related were analyzed and appropriate interventions were planned. Health center staffs played
important role in the whole process of planing. Village committee and other non-governmental
parties did not contribute much in planing but more involved in implementing and evaluation.
The results showed that majority of people were participated in surveillance survey of basic
minimal need as weil as activities relating to healith promotion. Most villagers did not express
their view in a regular meeting held by village leader. They preferred to report this to health
center staffs and health volunteers.

This study suggested that people participation in the process of health planing should

be encouraged in order to achieve good plan for promoting health,
