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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to assess the food consumption and the relationship between
personal factors and food consumption in Leprosy patients. The 50 subjects were registered at
McKean Hospital, Chiang Mai. The sample was selected through purposive sampling.

The instrument for data collection consisted of demographic data interview form, food
consumption interview form and food consumption observation form. Food consumption interview
form was examined by 4 experts for content validity and the coefficient alpha reliability of this
insutrument was 0.72. Data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, Pearson’s product moment
correlation and Point biserial correlation statistical methods.

The results of this study showed that food consumption behavior was moderately sufficient,
There was statistically significant relationship (p < .05) between age and food consumption at a low
level. There was no significant between food consumption behavior and sex, education, marital status,

income and religion.
