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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to study sexual behaviors and determine related
factors in high school student, 2™ semester, Mae Tha, Lampang. Thesubjects were 402.
The questionnaire is used and datas were analyzed by descriptive statistic and Chi-square.

The Results of the study indicate:

1. A large number of students who have not engaged sexual are up to 92.3 %. But

only 31 subjects (17 male, 14 female) had sexual experiences and 17 subjects (54.8%) were
still looking for this experience. The last 1 month,6 subjectsin this group slept with
stranger, male or female prostitute. Male students usually use comdom when they had sex.
2. The average years that those student first menarch is at age 14. Most of them
have first sexual relationship with their lover except for 1 subject who hadsex with

prostitute. In terms of having the lover, they ussualy have one 87.1%, but only one subject

have 5 lovers.
3. Age, living environment, attiude toward sexual behaviors are predispossing

factors. Economic status, avalibility to arousal media, their secret place are enabling factors.



Peers, family education, media, and alcohol drinking are reinforcing factors. Those factors

are related to sexual behavior significantly (p-value = < 0.05). Instead others, sex, education
level. achieved money type. family economic status, parent’s status, perceptions to sexual

behavior and disciplinary rulesare not related with sexual behaviors.

In conclusion,the solution to student s sexual behaviorsshould focuson two
potential supports: First The family, particularly parents, should be spending more times
with them. Teaching them how to control spending money, how to get along with friends is
crucial. Second,their teachers have potential role to educate them,giving the proper
perception to sex issues. Most importantly, each sector has to callaborate in order to solve

and find the way out for these students.
