Abstract

This descriptive study aimed to describe role perception of Avian Influenza
surveillance among village health volunteers in Mae Tuen subdistrict, Li district,
Lamphun province. The sample of this study consisted of 172 village health
volunteers from the focus area and selected by simple random sampling, based on the
number of volunteers in each village. The instrument used in this study was a
questionnaire developed by the researcher based on a literature review. The content
was reviewed by 3 experts. The content validity index and reliability was tested by

Kuder Richardsonc KR-20) were 0.81 and 0.91 respectively. Data were analyzed by

using descriptive statistics.

The results showed that 72.1% of the sample had overall score of role
perception of Avian Influenza surveillance at good level. When considering each
part, it was found that the sample had the role perception at good level in
co-ordinating with related organization, participation and surveillance planning,
Avain Influenza prevention and control and surveillance, education and public
relation, and reporting of data and situation which were 78.5%, 75.0%, 62.8%, 57.0%
and 55.3% respectively.



The results of this study can be used as preliminary data for related organizations
in determining guidelines and promoting village health volunteers’ role towards
Avain Influenza surveillance in the community. So that the village health volunteers

will perceive of their roles and effectively participate in Avain Influenza surveillance

in community.
